ACCS Training Programme

The aim of ACCS training is to produce multi-competent junior doctors able to recognize and manage the sick patient and who have the complementary specialty training required for the programmes in emergency medicine, acute medicine, anaesthesia and ICM.

This is a three year training programme for those intending to follow a carer in Acute Medicine, Emergency Medicine or Anaesthesia.

The first 2 years are 4 modules of 6 months each, Acute Medicine, Emergency Medicine, Anaesthesia and Intensive Care.- during which you belong to the School of ACCS.

The third or “ ST2b” year is in the parent specialty. – and looked after by parent School

At the end of 3 years you will be ready to apply for ST3 post for Higher specialist training in the chosen specialty.

It is expected that you will have completed examinations in your chosen specialty in order to compete for Higher Specialist training – MRCP PACES , MCEM and Primary FRCA as appropriate.

The Severn ACCS programme involves all the hospital in Severn Deanery with rotations through

 Taunton.

Applications are by parent specialty – look for ACCS (Medicine ), ACCS (Anaesthesia) or ACCS (Emerg) in your application – there will be separate short listing and interviews for each parent specialty.

This will determine the third year of training you will receive.

There is some possibility of changing parent specialty but this is not guaranteed.
